About Korean food

Much of the food that exists in Korea today and the customs surrounding it have come from royal
cuisine and the complex customs of the ancient court. The food is a study in balance with careful
consideration given to temperature, spiciness, colour and texture along with considered
presentation.

Starting with ritual bowls of rice and soup, the main meal is built around numerous shared side
dishes selected to complement each other. The number of side dishes may vary from two to a
dozen or more but everyday meals will include at least a few. All dishes are served at once to
share, rather than in courses. A Korean banquet consists of many dishes cooked in various ways,
including being steamed and simmered, pan-fried and stewed, fermented and raw.

Another cornerstone of Korean food is rice, which forms the backbone of almost every meal,
although is sometimes replaced with noodles. Because Korea is a peninsula, seafood is also very
popular.

The Koreans have perfected the art of preserving food, so many side dishes are picked, fermented
or salted and many are spi (orea’s famous spicy cabbage, which has over a hundred
varieties using different vegetables, is a constant of every meal. It is adored for its sour tangy

i. Introduction to Hangeul page (hangeul.html)

In English writing we use the alphabet or roman letters. But in Korean,
alphabet or letter called han-geul [2+=] was created by King Sejong around 1443.

Just as in the Roman alphabet, in the han-geul alphabetical arrangement also consists of vowels

and consonants. If in the Roman alphabet we know 5 vowels, namely a, e, i, 0 and u, and 21

consonants, but in hangeul there are 10 basic vowels and 14 basic consonants.

The Hangeul letter has 24 basic character: sting of 10 vowels and 14 consonant letter:
from those characters, 11 vowels and 16 double consonants were added.

Korean Original Numbers consist of only numbers 1 to 99, for numbers 100
and above use Chinese Numbers (Korean Sino).

Korean Original Numbers are used to count the number of objects, number of people, number of
animals, number of houses, number of machines / vehicles, number of books / pens / pencils,
number

of letters / sheets of paper, number of bottles / cups / cups / bowls / plates, number of trees /
flower stalk, number of shoes / socks, number of clothing sets, number of multiples / times, age,
hours (time / duration).

Chinese Numbers

Chinese or Sino Korean numbers originating from China, are used to calculate the number of
distances, the number of weights, the number of servings, the number of buildings, the number of
floors / levels, the number of currencies,
