Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahui bagaimana perbedaan covitality antara
siswa SMA jurusan IPA dan IPS. Penelitian ini dilakukan pada siswa SMAN 2
Ngaglik kelas 2 jurusan IPA dan IPS, 123 siswa 49 siswa laki-laki dan 74 siswa
perempuan. Alat ukur yang digunakan dalam penelitian ini adalah skala yang
diterjemahkan peneliti berdasarkan Social Emotional Healthy Survey System yang
dikembangkan oleh Furlong (et al., 2013). Hasil analisis data menggunakan teknik
uji bedamann-whitneymenunjukkan bahwa ada perbedaan covitality siswa SMA
jurusan IPA dan IPSdengan nilai r = -0,315 dan p = 0,001 (p < 0,05), dan siswa
jurusan IPS lebih tinggi kesehatan sosial/emosinya dibandingkan siswa jurusan
IPA. Berdasarkan analisis tambahan, pada aspek percaya diri tidak terdapat
perbedaan covitality. Pada aspek percaya orang lain, kompetensi emosi dan
keaktifan hidup terdapat perbedaan yang signifikan
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ABSTRACT

The aims of this research is to find the differences of covitality between the
student of social and science studies. It was done to the Nganglik 2 public high
school of both science and social studies. There are 123 students that consist of 49
male and 74 female. The measuring instrument which was used by the researcher
is based on Social Emotional Health survey System developed by Furlong
(et.la 2013). The results of analytical research used different mann-whitney
showing there are differences of covitality between science and social student with
r value=-0,315 and p =0,001 (p,0,05), and students from science club has higher
result than science. Based on additional analysis, on the self-confidence aspect
there is no difference in covitality. In the aspect of trusting others, emotional
competence and liveliness of life there are significant differences.
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
